« A gymnasium, multipurpose room or assembly hall without
sound restrictions.

Assistance:

« One teacher per thirty-five students.

« One chair for each student, teacher and artist set up in a
semi-circle

« Student name-tags (first name only in large, clear print)
Artist will supply:

» One bucket and two dowels per student.

* School may choose to supply a class set of these

instruments for future use.

ON WORKSHOP DAY:

« 15-30 minutes prior to the scheduled start time to prepare
and set up.

Parking:

« One space near the venue for loading and unloading.

Assistance:

+ Please have a school representative ready to welcome the
artist and to stay and help as needed.

Start Time:

+ Please prepare to start the program on time.
» Students should be in the workshop space, seated and
ready to begin at the listed times.
