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PRIOR TO THE PERFORMANCE DAY:

« 20'x 20" minimum.
+ Portable stages must be sturdy and securely lashed, with
steps leading up to the stage.

urface:
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« Freshly mopped (not waxed)
« Irregularities covered with tape
« Extraneous clutter removed.

‘Outdoor Performances:

The following conditions must be met. Performance space
must be covered so that the artists are:

+ shaded - NO DIRECT SUNLIGHT on the musical
instruments.

« protected from wind and excess traffic or playground
noise.

» One or two freestanding microphones

+ Sound system

» Two electrical outlets

» Water and/or coffee for five people (Thank You!)

ON PERFORMANCE DAY:

+ 30 minutes prior to the scheduled start time to prepare
and set up.

Parking:

« Five Spaces.
« Three of them should be close to the venue for loading
and unloading.

Assistance:

+ Please have a school representative ready to welcome the
performers and to stay and help as needed.

tart Time:
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+ Please prepare to start the program on time.
« Students should be in the venue, seated and ready to begin
at the listed times.
