Outdoor Performances:

• Staging area must be shaded, sheltered from wind and away 

from distractions.
• Raised seating for students is preferred.

Equipment:

• PA system with input for 2 microphones; amplifier; 
speakers 

• 2 Electrical outlets

Audience Seating:

• Artist prefers students to be seated on floor (no lunch 
benches or tables).

• Request that teachers sit on the side or in back of 
students.

• Teachers, please no grading papers.

Arrival:

• 30 minutes prior to the scheduled start time to prepare 
and set up.

Parking:

• One space.

Assistance:

• Please have a school representative ready to welcome the 
artist and to stay and help as needed.

Start Time:

• Please prepare to start the program on time.
• Students should be in the venue, seated and ready to begin 

at the listed times.
