Arrival:

• The artist will arrive 1-1/2 hours prior for a performance; 
1-1/2 hours prior for a visit where she remains in one loca-
tion; or 45 minutes prior for a visit going room to room.

• The artist will need to get into costume and set up the 
performance area.

Parking:

• One space near the venue to facilitate loading and 
unloading.

Assistance:

• IMPORTANT: Please have a school representative ready to 
welcome the performer and to stay and help as needed.

• PLEASE NOTE: The school representative assigned to meet 
the artist should be able to unlock any doors and turn on 
power and lights in the performance area.

Start Time:

• Please prepare to start the program on time.
• Students should be in the venue, seated and ready to begin 

at the listed times.

Dressing Area:

• One private, secured dressing room (not a restroom) will 
be needed.

• The artist must change into costume upon arrival, so 
please be sure this room is open and ready for her to use.
